As a Learning Center, Adventure Aquarium and the New Jersey Academy for Aquatic
Sciences will focus on educating their visitors about the nature and value of coastal resources.
They will join an international network of marine educational institutions that are addressing our
growing coastal problems by creating a better informed public.

“The New Jersey Academy for Aquatic Sciences has been working on environmental
education impact in this region for more than two decades. This CELC designation is a major
step forward in increasing our ability to be even more effective in reaching our youth, family and
professional educator audiences. We are extremely proud to be a part of such a distinguished
group of partners,” said New Jersey Academy for Aquatic Sciences President and CEO Brian
DuVall.

Coastal America, an interagency federal partnership that works to protect, preserve and
restore the national coastal ecosystems, established the Learning Center network in 1996. The

protecting coastal ecosystems.

Adventure Aquarium houses 200,000 square feet of public space, more than two million
gallons of water and 431 species. The Aquarium and the Academy serve over 800,000 visitors
annually and draw well over 300,000 participants to a wide variety of shows, movies, lessons,
tours and field programs.
